In
the end, “an addition was constructed to accommodate a new larger family room with a strong con-
nection back to the kitchen,” she says,

The result of the renovated kitchen speaks for itself; it is now a spacious room that meets both the
homeowners’ utilitarian and entertaining needs. The to-the-ceiling white cabinets with nickel hard-
ware truly bring meaning to the words clean and bright. In contrast, the countertop, honed black gran-
ite, was chosen, anchoring the kitchen backsplash. The dark counters were continued for the kitchen’s
central island for Degregorio. “It is designed with furniture-like details including posts, recessed pan-
els, and open shelving,” says Degregorio, allowing the center island to become a true part of the
kitchen.
